(  Congress may stop Chapter 7 bankruptcy for struggling middle 

   class people crushed by high interest credit cards. If the new 

   law passes, some people may have to file Chapter 13 and pay 

   back 20% or more of their debt. The credit card companies are    

   behind this effort.  They are not satisfied with making a net 

   profit of 56%! (NY Times l0-4-98) 

   We are trying to stop Congress, but it is difficult because 

   the banks have given Congress and lobbyists $40 million to 

   change the law. (NY Times 10-8-98)  Our state’s Senators have 

   taken a lot of this money and may be influenced by it. Senator 

   Kyl took $93,983 from credit card companies according to

the Common Cause website.  Senator McCain took $98,892.

   Call President Clinton at  1 202 456-1414 (ask for his

   aide Sarah Rossen) and ask him to VETO THE BILL. 

(  If we lose the fight, any cases filed before the law changes 

   will be under the old law.  The new law can take effect when 

   the President signs it, but it probably would not take effect 

   until the end of this year.  It depends on what the deadline 

   date is in the bill he signs.
